The Creative Volunteering ‘Carry Out Business Planning’ workshop is a national initiative of Regional Arts
Australia to support arts and cultural development in regional areas with accredited training for organisations and
volunteers.

The workshop will cover the essential areas of planning and management for regional not-for-profit and cultural
organisations. Participants will look at where their organisation is now, where they want to be and how to get
there.
